The 4-Stroke Cycle
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	· Engine pulls piston out of cylinder

· Low pressure inside cylinder

· Atmospheric pressure pushes air into cylinder

· Engine does work on the gases during this stroke
	· Engine pushes piston into cylinder

· Air is compressed to high pressure and temperature

· Fuel injected as piston reaches top of stroke
· Engine does work on the gases during this stroke

	· Fuel/air mixture burns to form hot gases

· Gases push piston out of cylinder

· Gases expand to lower pressure and temperature

· Gases do work on engine during this stroke


	· Engine pushes piston into cylinder

· High pressure inside cylinder

· Pressure pushes burned gases out of cylinder

· Engine does work on the gases during this stroke
