Changing the filter element of an agglomerator secondary fuel filter
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	A:  Clean off all external dirt before servicing filter.  Unscrew the thumbscrew or petcock in the base and drain off all water and dirt


	
	B:  Unscrew the centre bolt whilst holding the base to prevent it from turning.  Place a plastic bag around the base to prevent fuel spillage into bilges



	
	C:  Release the filter element complete with the base by pulling and twisting downwards

	
	D:  Discard the filter element.  

	
	E:  Clean the head and the base of the filter assembly and replace the two o-rings in the head of the assembly.

	
	F:  Place the o-ring provided with the new filter onto its base.

	
	G:  Reassemble the entire assembly, ensuring that all o-rings are correctly seated, before tightening up the centre bolt.
Bleed the fuel system
